Each of the Board members was introduced and the committees they are on.

The upcoming dates of the events were announced.

MOVED, seconded and unanimously carried, to approve the Board Members as presented and introduced.  There were almost 60 in attendance.
Fire Chief Cox was introduced and he presented Fire Wise – sharing the responsibility.  Chris Barth showed a video and talked about the challenges in the topography in our area.  He offered his services to the community to help make the property safe and reduce the wild fire risk.  The chipping day will be October 12th and that week -no limit to the number of piles, with cut ends facing the road within five feet from the road for pickup during that week.  You can remove vegetation within 10 feet of your home.  You may remove the low branches on the trees and any dead, diseased trees or ladder fuels.
Christine Randall talked about the curb side collection service.  Adjacency is going to impact your property.  Maps were passed out to show projects of fuel  mitigation that will require volunteers to sign up; the first date will be August 1st.

There are no evacuation routes specified as they will be based on the event.

Planning materials were available for emergency planning.  

There was a Q & A period where the Fire Marshall and Fire Wise representatives answered questions.   
Councilman Scott Hente gave short testimonials on the work of the Fire Department and the effectiveness of the saving of lives when a fire was in the vicinity.  He talked about the problem of providing basic services to the City because of the financial shortfall.  He had a time of Q & A.  
The meeting adjourned at 8:45 PM.
